MINUTES EAA CHAPTER 1270 JULY 10, 2010
Meeting called to order 9 am Saturday July 10, Airport Manager’s office

   CAP:  Joe informed us the CAP plane will be gone for a 1 month encampment, no local members will be attending.  There are presently 21 local CAP members.

   Homebuilders:  Tom says Ed’s Kitfox is nearing completion, Ed took a full week off work to put in long days.  The electrical system is done, he’s had great tips on improving the kit from John Waisanen.  He’ll have an N number in 2-4 weeks which is when he’ll be ready for taxi, Ed has started flight lessons with Jeff Burl.  DAR Dave Vandenburg from Iron Mountain will inspect the kit before taxi.
   Airport Improvement:  Bruce and Chris have discovered their monogrammed chocks scattered around the airport, including in some hangars.  The airport hasn’t designated a single site to hang them for transients.  Doug suggested they be retrieved for transient use, that hangar dwellers need to supply their own.  Chris found a local company that will laminate the Michigan navigation charts for a reasonable cost, he’ll design and build a frame for them when ready, they’ll hang in the hallway for instruction use.

   Website development:  Alex couldn’t attend, but the site is up and running.  Bruce has been frustrated that he can’t find useful flightplanning sites, and has been slowly discovering airplane parts suppliers on his own.  Bruce requests that local pilots email Bruce with their favorite planner/parts supplier sites to include as links on our EAA website.  

   Gone West web page:  Doug read brief paragraphs about Steve Miner and Paul Kjeldsen, has forwarded them to Alex to put on the site.  Doug noted that Eloise Greenlee died recently, we’ll include her on the page:  please forward any personal aviation related information about her to Doug,  Bruce, or Alex.

   Young Eagles:  Ed had 6 committed youth.  After the meeting Joe, Bruce, and Doug flew…final count to be reported by Ed next meeting, we had a beautiful, calm, sunny day for flights!

   Summer Youth:  Monday, July 12 will be a dry run-through for instructors.  EAA Young Eagles flights will be Thurs. July 22, rain day will be Fri. July 23 we’ll need pilots.  Doug is unavailable for the 22nd, his plane would be available for Joe.

   Fly-out to Oshkosh:  Interest was expressed by Bruce and Chris Woodry (with Doug and Chris pushing Bruce to fly his Tri Pacer!), Tom Curski, George Kinnunen, Dave Labaza (who might take his bike to Oshkosh).  Doug plans to fly in on Thursday July 29, to spend one or two nights camping, he proposed we meet as club members at Oshkosh.  Bruce and Doug are anxious to kick some tires/pontoons on kitbuilt floatplanes, perhaps to commit to a kit project for next winter.  Doug has family support to acquire a floatplane…lets collect information/prices/pictures at Oshkosh.
