	Bruce reported that a Zenair 201 with Subaru 1.8 L engine (new) was for sale on eBay for $8,000 in lower Michigan.



	Zenair 750
	Doug’s Zenair 750 is progressing with help from Bruce, Alex, Chris, Aggie who have been putting in considerable time.
Several people viewed the Zenair 750 and progress that was made.  Bruce reported that the Jabiru 3300 Injun had been ordered and was anticipated to arrive in the next couple of weeks.  The firewall forward kit should arrive shortly before that time.  The major parts of the plane are now almost done, with the exception of one wing, and the time-consuming/detail work is progressing. One wing was near completion but progress was slow due to rework and exacting nature of the construction to avoid the dreaded “snap roll on initial liftoff”.  The main gear and nose gear are on. Controls will be built soon, followed by detailed interior work. 
Wiring was discussed, and fireproof (Teflon) wire was recommended.

Paint vendors will be needed soon, and members are requested to e-mail any recommendations to Doug for Bruce on painting of the 750.



	Cassutt 
	Mark Johnson’s Cassut is progressing, having level table built,  shop organized, Rib Jig complete and is cutting out all the parts for the ribs (three different types).  See pictures on blog,  cassutt.wordpress.com.


	Kitfox: 
	The kit fox has finished its 40 hour flight requirement and is now legal for passengers.

Tom and Ed indicated that the exhaust manifold was breaking on the kit fox.  It was thought that the cowling hole for the exhaust pipe was too small, and they cut it larger.  However, Duane suggested that it might be caused by mental stress/temperature, and suggested that the curved pipe be heated to high temperature & cool slowly to anneal.


	Fuel & oil
	Mark Johnson reported on 100 LL.  He had contacted the airport to buy fuel, and that they indicated that there was a drop off charge.  He then contacted others who were willing to deliver it, and found that Joe Artzt, Keweenaw petroleum/BP distributor/propane dealer delivered 400 gallons of premium without ethanol for $3 .84/gallon.  Mark indicated that you can apply to get $.16/gallon of the $.19/gallon of the Michigan Road tax back.
It was also discussed that there was a seminar on fuel in which it was indicated that if planes are not flown in the winter, it's cheaper to put in straight 100 way.  If they are flown in the winter, it was suggested 75% mineral oil/25% synthetic, which would provide 80% of the full synthetic properties for both high and low temperature but at a reduced cost.

Bruce indicated that he had purchased oil from Kranz in Laurium, it was inexpensive, $77/case, and he delivered it to the door because Bruce was traveling.



	Vendors:
	Ed Schneiderhan suggested that EAA 1270 acquire a variety of small parts to be used by the members on a "pay-as-you-go" basis.  

Bruce indicated that he had gotten and nuts & bolts from Fastenal.

Ed Schneiderhan contacted Dave Vorhes who came to make a presentation on his products and leave catalogs.  Dave left several catalogs behind and demonstrated a number of his products, including very flexible battery wire and LED packages for strobe lights with favorable pricing and quality.  Dave comes through once per month and can leave behind parts with Ed if given an advanced orders.  Dave has and can get Teflon wire (GXL series) and will e-mail back prices.
